FROM THE RABBI 

Esther Hugenholtz 

In her monthly article, our President Lori McMann 
imagines our congregation 50 years into the future 
and invites us to reflect on our ‘why’ and ‘how’ on 
getting from 2026 to 2076. Maybe it’s because it’s 
recently been Tu Bishvat (‘The Birthday of the 
Trees’) or February is my birthday month, or 
because we’re tired of winter and crave the fresh 
greenery and sunshine of spring, but themes of 
seeding, growing, rebirth and renewal have been 
on my mind.  

‘Etz hayyim hi lamachazikim bah, 
v’tom’cheyah me’ushar’ – ‘She is 
a Tree of Life for those who hold 
fast to her, and all of her 
supporters are happy’ (Proverbs 
3:18) is a song we sing with the 
kids in Sunday School (there are 
some adorable claps that go with 
the song). We sing this song to prepare the 
students for Tu Bishvat, of course, but the song has 
broad appeal and application all year round.  

Our ancestors had a ‘thing’ for trees. They loved, 
respected, and cherished trees. The Torah (Deut. 
20:19) exhorts us not to cut down fruit-bearing 
trees when laying siege upon a city; the Talmud 
(Ta’anit 23a) recounts Honi the Circle-Maker (I think 
of him as the ‘Tom Bombadil’ of the Talmud; a 
mythical, impish, earthy character) asking a sage 
why he is planting a tree of which he will not 
witness the bearing of its fruit. To which the sage 
replies: ‘Just as my ancestors planted for me, I will 

plant for my descendants.’ Honi, ever the quirky 
persona, falls asleep for 70 years (that’s a way to 
get through the midwinter blues!) and wakes up to 
find – indeed! – the sage’s grandson is eating the 
fruit of the now fully-grown tree. (Bavli Taanit 23a).  

We are, of course, in our own way, sowing seeds 
and planting trees. In the depths of winter and 
during a volatile political season, these truths are 
harder to internalize, but embracing the metaphor 

allows us to take a little bit of 
power back when we feel less in 
control. There are things we can 
do here and now, in our locality, in 
our community, to anchor and 
nourish both ourselves and 
others.  

As we prepare for spring, new 
ideas and activities at the synagogue will sprout. 
The February ‘Big Idea Book Club’ will be Rabbi 
Angela Buchdahl’s memoir ‘Heart of a 
Stranger’ (see the Adult Education column for more 
information). This coming weekend, we are 
honored to host a speaker from Keshet, the 
national Jewish LGBTQ advocacy group. Purim is in 
the works with a shared, communal Megillah 
reading and before you know it, it’s Pesach and we 
have both our annual Peace and Justice Seder 
downtown and our traditional Second Seder at the 
synagogue. In March, we will have a visit from Alicia 
Jo Rabins, a talented Jewish musican and author

(check out her work, including ‘Girls in Trouble’ and 
her upcoming memoir, also part of Book Club). Of 
course, we have our range of recurring activities: 
Tot Shabbat (free pizza for exhausted families!), 
luncheons with the rabbi at Oaknoll and the well-
attended Seniors Brunch.  

In March, I also hope to be launching my new 
Introduction to Judaism class cycle. If you would 
like to reconnect with your Jewish heritage, learn 
about Judaism or explore conversion, this class is 
for you! More details to follow.  

As I reflect on our many milestones as a 
community, I remember having my job interview 
with the congregation in late 2015 and visited the 
congregation during a cold snap in January 2016 for 
a whirlwind and unforgettable Interview Week. (I 
remember I wore sheer tights and a pencil skirt and 
hobbled down the Ped mall in zero degree weather 

and came to regret it very quickly). It’s hard to 
believe that Agudas Achim has been a part of my 
family’s life for over a decade, and I remember well 
the Centennial celebrations, even though I had not 
relocated yet.  

Now, the congregation is 110 years old; only a 
decade younger than Moses, and like Moses, still 
with an ‘undimmed eye’ and ‘unabated 
vigor’ (Deut. 34:7). So may it be for us, or as we 
would put it in contemporary language: ‘still going 
strong!’ 

If you want to build positively on our strength as a 
community, all the more necessary in these difficult 
times, please consider coming to activities, getting 
involved, volunteering or making a donation. Every 
little bit – in time, effort, money, love, Oneg treats, 
service leading or anything else – is so very much 
appreciated. Ad me’ah v’esrim, until 120 years, with 
a clear and undaunting vision of where we want to 
be in the future.

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FROM THE PRESIDENT

We have just turned the page on January, the 
month of our secular calendar when reflection and 
renewal come in the form of New Year’s 
resolutions. Feelings around New Year’s resolutions 
run the gamut from love to loathing, with gripes 
sprinkled in about previously empty gyms getting 
crowded in January. But it was an acquaintance 
who is a fitness professional who first introduced 
me to the question, “What’s your why?” 
Motivational speaker and consultant Simon Sinek 
popularized the instruction, Start 
with Why in a book and a widely-
watched TED talk in 2009.  

Our “why” as a congregation is 
stated in our Mission Statement 
in general terms. But to re-frame 
it, we can further ask, “Why do 
you want Agudas Achim to be 
here in 50 years?”  Setting this 
question explicitly in the future 
changes it in subtle but important 
ways for me. It could be 25 years, 
75 years, or 100 years but in any case it really 
prompts me to look for the forest beyond the trees, 
so to speak.  The answers to that “why” question 
will be different for everyone, and I can say that I 
have many answers.   

A few of my answers about the future are as 
follows: To have a community of people nearby 
who share the ethical framework of Judaism and 
study of Torah; to join with them in the work of 
tikkun olam (repairing the world);  to have spiritual 
leaders to comfort us in times of loss, help us 
celebrate happy milestones, and challenge us 
morally; to share holidays, both sacred and 
traditional; to draw strength from each other in 
times of crisis; to have a community for children to 
grow and learn with other Jewish kids; to have 
occasions where older adults can connect and 
enrich their lives. I realize that these are purposes 
we work hard to fulfill right now, but framing them 
in a time beyond our own changes their focus.  

“Why” we are here– or want to be here for 
generations to come– is a different question from 
the “how” of the many activities to which we 
devote ourselves, from worship to education and 
social activities. The “how” that follows the “why” 
will always change over time. New activities will be 
added, others will fall away if they no longer 
respond to desires and priorities.  I have always 
loved to hear about past activities at Agudas Achim. 
I have heard reminiscing about Agudas Achim 

softball games and I always 
smile to myself when I park 
near the HawkChai motorcycle 
parking sign. These days, I am 
always happy to see the robust 
crowd at senior brunches, hear 
about lively Big Ideas in Jewish 
Books conversations, engage 
with amazing invited speakers, 
and feel the energy coming 
from a great cohort of b’nei 
mitzvah students.  

This question, “Why do we want Agudas Achim to 
be here in 50 years?” is part of laying the 
groundwork for a new fundraising campaign. A 
fundraising committee has been meeting monthly 
to assess best practices and soon, to design a 
strategy.  We maintain a very lean operation, draw 
on the efforts of generous, hardworking volunteers, 
and our Fair Share dues model has kept 
membership possible for people throughout a 
range of incomes. But financial gifts beyond 
membership income are nevertheless essential.  A 
strong financial position for the future will ensure 
that we will have the resources to engage in the 
“how” that follows from our “why” as a 
congregation.  I will be happy to hear your many 
diverse answers to this question, too. Even though 
the “how” will be different 50 years from now, just 
as it is different from what it was 50 years ago, the 
“why” will reflect our shared values.

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RELIGIOUS SCHOOL

Nothing says “Tu Bishvat” quite like a day when the 
temperature hovers around six degrees with a 
howling wind! At this time of year, I envy my 
colleagues in California who get to take their kids 
outside to plant trees. A midwestern Tu Bishvat 
requires a leap of the imagination. 

Mal’s class learned all about the Seven Species 
(wheat, barley, grapes, olives, figs, pomegranate, 
and dates) offered as first fruits at the Temple. They 
touched them, smelled them, and even chewed on 
them. (Only young teeth can munch uncooked 
barley!) They also wrote poems based on their 
observations. These poems were on display at the 
school’s annual Tu Bishvat seder. 

As is our tradition, by which I mean that 
we’ve done it twice, each class set up 
its own station with the appropriate 
fruit and juice. The younger kids started 
with white grape juice, symbolizing 
winter, and oranges. Oranges are hard 
on the outside but soft on the inside, 
just as in winter the earth is hard, but 
the sweetness of spring is coming. 
Alternately, the oranges represent a 
task that seems hard when you start it 
but that turns out to be easy. Like 
learning to read Hebrew! Hersh’s class 
mixed a little red juice with the white 
juice to represent the coming of spring. 
Their fruit was dates, soft on the 
outside but with a hard pit, like people 
who seem easy to push around but 
who have a strong core. Avery’s class 
represented autumn with blueberries, 
fruits that are tender all the way 
through. These represent the quality of 
consistent kindness. Finally, Mal’s class 
represented summer with a glass of red 
juice. Summer is the distillation of fruit 
rather than the fruit itself. The oldest 
students offered their poetry and art to 
celebrate Tu Bishvat. 

If it is Tu Bishvat, can Purim be far behind? I am 
delighted to announce that the Agudas Achim 
Kosher Hams are back with another delightful 
Purim spiel. This time, we’re headed back down the 
Yellow Brick Road to the Merry Old Land of Shushan 
in a parody of the original Wizard of Oz movie. Will 
Haman plot murder somewhere over the rainbow? 
Will Esther and Mordecai unmask his fraud in time? 
Will your intrepid Sunday School principal be able 
to source flying monkeys? Watch this space to find 
out! 

The Kosher Hams will tread the bimah on March 1 
at 11:00 a.m. The Purim carnival follows at 11:30. 
(Students should arrive at 9:15 as usual.)
